“What Characterizes Political Discourse? : Identifying Factors Contributing to Referential &
Lexicogrammatical Choices in Donald Trump’s and Joe Biden’s First Election Victory and
Inaugural Speeches”

This study tries to identify potential factors that could possibly influence speakers’ referential and
lexicogrammatical choices in political discourse by comparing two U.S. presidential first election victory
and inaugural speeches addressed by Donald Trump and Joe Biden. Full transcripts of the two successful
election candidates were first analyzed to identify referential choices or what/who each candidate refers to
or includes in their respective speeches. Their choices are assumed to have, to some or full extent,
reflected physical, social and personal factors. Second, the texts were analyzed with a text-mining device
to make a full description of their lexicogrammatical choices at morphological, syntactic, and discourse
levels.

“0il, Anxiety, and an Ecocritical Viewpoint in/around George Stevens’ Giant and Paul Thomas
Anderson’s There Will Be Blood
Oil and oil-based modernity have been haunted by anxiety and shame in the American imagination (Bob
Johnson 2014). Jett Rink, a “poor white” character in George Stevens’ Giant (1956), symbolizes a
negative aspect of oil richness although his oil contributes to America’s winning the war and developing a
motorized society (Daniel Worden 2012). Daniel Plainview, the lone “oilman” in Paul Thomas
Anderson’s chronicle of the oil tycoon, There Will Be Blood (2007), is represented as manipulative,
violent, and monstrous. Based on the insights of Bob Johnson, Daniel Worden, and other ecocritical
authors, |1 would like to reconsider what these films tell us about the relentless extraction of oil and its
consequences to the environment.

“Using technology in English education for young learners”

The year 2020 has changed the routine of daily life as we know it, and also that of the school life. The
COVID-19 challenged classrooms and teachers in the world. Teaching remotely has been becoming
increasingly widespread. This circumstance made that using technology was part of the essentials in
teaching. Although a lot of difficulties for diverse reasons, technology makes English learning more
effective in terms of three perspective: learning opportunities, differentiated instruction, and using various
resources from online media. Technology removes barriers to education and ultimately drives
improvements in educational outcomes. Moreover, technology can take us far towards personalized
education by providing more customized contents for students, letting them employ their own learning
methods, and allowing them to choose the most fitting environments. Besides, teachers can easily obtain
proper resources from online media, and this helps make English classrooms richer in content and more
authentic.

“Teaching and assessing L2 pragmatic competence: The case of interactional resources”
Pragmatically appropriate interaction means that speakers contextualize an upcoming talk, provide
necessary information, and maintain the continuity of talk. For this, second language learners need to learn
various interactional strategies and grammatical resources to accomplish a range of pragmatic actions (e.qg.,
requests, refusals). This study focuses on interactional resources (e.g., ways to organize turns, between-
turn pauses, discourse markers, ways to engage in conversation) that characterize pragmatically
appropriate interaction. This study aims to provide a concrete description of interactional features that
characterize varying levels of interactive pragmatic performance. Using data of transcribed
and coded 102 English ESL learners’ role-play performances, this study explicates a relationship between
fine-grained conversational features and L2 learners’ pragmatic competence measured by real-life
role-play tasks. I discuss the importance of teaching and assessing interactional resources and ways in
which technology and media can help language learners to become interactionally fluent and appropriate
in spoken interaction.

“Learning the vocabulary of 'action’ and 'movement' »
Reading activities require many learning phases such as pre-reading, skimming and scanning. This
presentation discusses the importance of reading materials with the emphasis on the vocabulary of ‘action’
and ‘movement’ (crawl, worm, pull, descend, spray, lodge etc.). With these vocabulary items in mind,
learners can formulate a clear image of the context/situation the reading material employs, improving
understanding and, consequently, enabling successful communication between writers and readers.
Sample reading materials are quoted mainly from TED talk transcripts, Scientific American and other
news media sources.
